FLETA Award Nominations
[bookmark: _GoBack]During the recent March 2012 FLETA Board meeting, the FLETA Board approved the creation of two new awards as a way to recognize the exceptional work being done by its members.  These prestigious awards are intended for those individuals or agencies who have provided exceptional service to the FLETA process.   Nominations for these two awards are being solicited by the Recognition Committee for review and recommendation to the full FLETA board.  Selections for award recipients will be announced during the upcoming July, 2012 FLETA Board meeting with award presentations taking place at the November, 2012 FLETA Board Meeting to be held in Baltimore, MD.  
Nominees for the Agency Recognition Award (ARA) and Team Leader Recognition Award (TLRA) will be evaluated based on the following award criteria:
1) Team Leader Recognition Award – recognizes individuals who have contributed significantly or demonstrated exceptional commitment while serving in a Team Leader capacity during the FLETA accreditation process.  The exceptional nature of the nominees’ contribution may be recognized by their overall leadership demonstrated through numerous large and difficult assessments.  Nominees have successfully demonstrated an effective and/or innovative approach associated with obtaining the highest quality in federal law enforcement training assessments.

2) Agency Recognition Award– the highest award given by the FLETA Board to those organizations that have a long-standing history of outstanding contributions to and in superior support of the FLETA mission and process.  The evaluation criteria and selection process for the ARA is specifically intended to identify agencies worthy of distinguished recognition; while directly supporting and contributing to the overall FLETA mission.
Attached is a nomination form which should be filled out listing the individual or agency being nominated.  All nominations will be reviewed by the Recognition Committee and forwarded to the full Board for ultimate selection of award recipients.  All nominations will be considered and individuals or agency representatives will be notified if they are selected as an award recipient.   
Nomination for either award may be submitted by an agency, assessors, board members, or the Office of Accreditation.  The justification statement shall not exceed two (2) pages in length, with no smaller than a 12-point font size.  No photographs, audio or video tapes will be considered.
